Lecture #5 — Revelation’s Glorious Climax [Second Coming]

Revelation 14:14-15 “Then | looked, and behold, a white cloud, and on the cloud sat One like the Son
of Man, having on His head a golden crown, and in His hand a sharp sickle. And another angel came
out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to Him who sat on the cloud, “Thrust in Your sickle and reap,
for the time has come for You to reap, for the harvest of the earth is ripe.”

Revelation 14:17-20 “Then another angel came out of the temple which is in heaven, he also had a
sharp sickle. And another angel came out from the altar, who had power over fire, and he cried with a
loud cry to him who had the sharp sickle, saying, “Thrust in your sharp sickle and gather the clusters of
the vine of the earth, for her grapes are fully ripe.” So the angel thrust his sickle into the earth and
gathered the vine of the earth, and threw it into the great winepress of the wrath of God. And the
winepress was trampled outside the city, and blood came out of the winepress, up to the horses’
bridles, for one thousand six hundred furlongs.”

Acts 1:9-11 “Now when He had spoken these things, while they watched, He was taken up, and a cloud
received Him out of their sight. And while they looked steadfastly toward heaven as He went up,
behold, two men stood by them in white apparel, who also said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand
gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will so come in like
manner as you saw Him go into heaven.”




Revelation 1:7 “Jesus Coming Behold, He is coming with clouds, and every eye will see Him, even they
who pierced Him. And all the tribes of the earth will mourn because of Him. Even so, Amen.”

For the Lord
Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of
God. And the dead in Christ will rise first. Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up
together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall always be with the
Lord."

2 Thessalonians 1:8-10 "in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not know God, and on those
who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ. These shall be punished with everlasting
destruction from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of His power, when He comes, in that
Day, to be glorified in His saints and to be admired among all those who believe because our testimony
among you was believed."
