Lecture #16 “REPENTANCE AND BAPTISM”

John 10:6-10 “Jesus used this illustration, but they did not understand the things which He spoke to
them. Then Jesus said to them again, "Most assuredly, | say to you, | am the door of the sheep. All who
ever came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them. | am the door. If
anyone enters by Me, he will be saved, and will go in and out and find pasture. The thief does not come
except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. | have come that they may have life, and that they may have
it more abundantly.”

John 3:3 “Jesus answered and said to him, "Most assuredly, | say to you, unless one is born again, he
cannot see the kingdom of God."

1 Peter 1:23 “having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of
God which lives and abides forever,”

Romans 5:12, 17, 18, 19 “Therefore, just as through one man sin entered the world, and death through
sin, and thus death spread to all men because all sinned—...” “For if by the one man's offense death
reigned through the one, much more those who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of
righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ.) Therefore, as through one man's offense
judgment came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so through one Man's righteous act the
free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of life. For as by one man's disobedience many were
made sinners, so also by one Man's obedience many will be made righteous.”

John 3:4-7 “Nicodemus said to Him, "How can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter a second
time into his mother's womb and be born?" Jesus answered, "Most assuredly, | say to you, unless one is
born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is
flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 7 Do not marvel that | said to you, 'You must be born
again."




John 1:12-13, 24-26, 33: “But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children
of God, to those who believe in His name: who were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor
of the will of man, but of God”... “Now those who were sent were from the Pharisees. And they asked
him, saying, "Why then do you baptize if you are not the Christ, nor Elijah, nor the Prophet?" John
answered them, saying, "I baptize with water, but there stands One among you whom you do not
know.” ... “I did not know Him, but He who sent me to baptize with water said to me, 'Upon whom you
see the Spirit descending, and remaining on Him, this is He who baptizes with the Holy Spirit."”

Romans 6:1-4 “What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin that grace may abound? Certainly not!
How shall we who died to sin live any longer in it? Or do you not know that as many of us as were
baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? Therefore we were buried with Him through
baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we
also should walk in newness of life.”

Romans 6:6 “knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done
away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin.”

Galatians 2:20 “| have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer | who live, but Christ lives in me; and
the life which | now live in the flesh | live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for

Matthew 5:18 “For assuredly, | say to you, till heaven and earth pass away, one jot or one tittle will by
no means pass from the law till all is fulfilled.”

Romans 6:4 “Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was
raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.”

Romans 8:1 “There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus, who do not
walk according to the flesh, but according to the Spirit.”




Genesis 2:7 “And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils
the breath of life; and man became a living being.”

John 3:8 “The wind blows where it wishes, and you hear the sound of it, but cannot tell where it comes
from and where it goes. So is everyone who is born of the Spirit."

2 Corinthians 5:17 “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away;
behold, all things have become new.”

Romans 6:11 “Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ
Jesus our Lord.”

Acts 2:38 “Then Peter said to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus
Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit."

John 16:8 “And when He has come, He will convict the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of
judgment:”

Proverbs 28:13 “He who covers his sins will not prosper, But whoever confesses and forsakes them will
have mercy.”

Romans 10:10 “For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is
made unto salvation.”

2 Corinthians 7:9-11 “Now | rejoice, not that you were made sorry, but that your sorrow led to
repentance. For you were made sorry in a godly manner, that you might suffer loss from us in nothing.
For godly sorrow produces repentance leading to salvation, not to be regretted; but the sorrow of the
world produces death. For observe this very thing, that you sorrowed in a godly manner: What
diligence it produced in you, what clearing of yourselves, what indignation, what fear, what vehement
desire, what zeal, what vindication! In all things you proved yourselves to be clear in this matter.”




2 Timothy 2:25 “in humility correcting those who are in opposition, if God perhaps will grant them
repentance, so that they may know the truth,”

Revelation 3:20 “Behold, | stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, |
will come in to him and dine with him, and he with Me.”

Acts 8:35-38 “Then Philip opened his mouth, and beginning at this Scripture, preached Jesus to him.
Now as they went down the road, they came to some water. And the eunuch said, "See, here is water.
What hinders me from being baptized?" Then Philip said, "If you believe with all your heart, you may."
And he answered and said, "l believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God." So he commanded the chariot
to stand still. And both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water, and he baptized him.”

Acts 19:1-5 “And it happened, while Apollos was at Corinth, that Paul, having passed through the upper
regions, came to Ephesus. And finding some disciples he said to them, "Did you receive the Holy Spirit
when you believed?" So they said to him, "We have not so much as heard whether there is a Holy
Spirit." And he said to them, "Into what then were you baptized?" So they said, "Into John's baptism."
Then Paul said, "John indeed baptized with a baptism of repentance, saying to the people that they
should believe on Him who would come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus." When they heard this, they
were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.”

Revelation 14:7 “saying with a loud voice, "Fear God and give glory to Him, for the hour of His
judgment has come; and worship Him who made heaven and earth, the sea and springs of water."

Revelation 14:6 “Then | saw another angel flying in the midst of heaven, having the everlasting gospel
to preach to those who dwell on the earth—to every nation, tribe, tongue, and people.”
